I am often impressed by
the sacrificial hearts of our staff and volunteers who labour on
behalf of abandoned children. Over the coming weeks, I will
visit our three projects in Indonesia and will be conducting
staff training.

When did you start volunteering with HOHI? Early this year, 10th February I think...

What do you do for HOHI? Web content management, occasional assisting with MYOB.

How regularly do you assist HOHI and for how many hours? I used to volunteer weekly for 2.5
hours, but since August 2009 I now volunteer fortnightly.

I was doing a MYOB course through the Eastern Suburbs Community College where I met Narelle.
When did you start volunteering with HOHI? It wasn't long after doing this course that Narelle
asked if I was interested in helping out volunteering.

What do you do for HOHI? I help out by typing in information into the HOHI MYOB databases to
keep the financial transactions up-to-date!

How regularly do you assist HOHI and for how many hours? I come in to work approximately
every fortnight for around 3 to 4 hours.

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~ Double Birthday Party Fundraiser

On Saturday 3 October 2009, the Kanawati and Cheng clan from Sydney’s GracePoint
Church, organised a “Double 6" Birthday Fundraiser for HOHI” at KidSportz in Randwick,
NSW. I (Narelle ) had a chance to catch up with them briefly about the event...

The idea was to have a combined 6" birthday party for Joel Kanawati and Lydia Cheng.
The fundraising component was to suggest to parents no birthday presents but have
donations collected on the day with all funds to go to Homes of Hope International
(HOHTI). Modesty forbids the two families to own up to whose actual idea it was, so a ‘code
of silence’ was agreed upon. However, one family said that “we needed to organise a
birthday party anyway, so adding a fundraiser component to the party did not create any
additional expense or effort for us”. The event was attended by 47 kids and ~15 adults.

When asked what was Joel’s response to the "no presents but |l et 6s |
HOHI ” idea for his 6 birthday party, the Kanawati’s replied that at first Joel thought it was
a great idea. After sitting with the idea for a month, Joel said “"do you mean I will have no
presents?” When the time came, Joel had a marvellous time. He didn’t even notice that he
wasn’t getting a lot of presents, but he felt extra special when he did receive a gift!

The Cheng’s were also asked about Lydia’s response to the “no presents / fundraiser idea for
HOHI " idea. This was their reply — “Initially, Lydia said no because she realized she was not
getting any presents for her birthday but once we explained how poor the children are that
we are helping and that she has her family to buy her heaps of presents so she can share
her other “presents” from friends to the less fortunate kids, she was ok with it. But she
changed her mind every week till the birthday party. She was thrilled with all her friends
turning up to the party and happy that her family didnt disappoint her with the presents
expectation. On top of that, she was so surprised when she got a bonus present from Joel
and family.”

The other kids on the day apparently did not really comment about the fundraiser, they just
had a great time. The adults’ comments were very supportive of the initiative and this
showed in the generous donations on the day. All in all $1,720.00 were raised. The two
families were happy for the funds to go to the most needed priority, so it is likely that the
Miraj Project will be receiving a new motorbike and some computing equipment.

When the Kanawati’s were asked if they would do this type of fundraiser again, they replied,
“Yes, our eldest daughter has volunteered to do a fundraiser for HOHI for her next birthday
party.” The Kanawati family and Cheng family are supportive of several children in HOHI
Projects. In particular, the Cheng’s highlight young Eksi in Medan and the Kanawati’s
highlight a young girl in Miraj called Pooja K. They add, “[Pooja] seems like a very sweet girl
who enjoys playing games & music and praying for an easy paper when its exam time!”

I need to thank Narelle and the
great team of volunteers who work behind the scenes to bring together the cards and other
information that you receive. As we are still relatively small we are growing in our systems and
thank you all for your patience with us.
